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4.6 Kindergartens:

Survey results showed that the number of kindergartensis 1,195 in the West Bank, and 613 in the Gaza Strip.

Concerning the number of students in kindergartens, the results showed that there are 79,908 children in
kindergartens in the West Bank, and 66,925 children in kindergartens in the Gaza Strip.

Also, the number of Educators is 5,145 in the West Bank, and 3,568 in Gaza Strip.
As well as, the classes are distributed by region as follows: 3,763 in the West Bank, and 2556 in Gaza Strip.

The Ministry of Education has followed the policy of opening an KG2 class in some government schools since the
academic year 2013-2014. In the academic year 2016-2017, there were 92 government kindergartens in the West Bank
and 12 government kindergartens in the Gaza Strip.

Also, the number of children enrolled in this government kindergartens was 3189 child in the West Bank whom of
1642 boys, 1547 girls, while 333 child in Gaza Strip ,151 boys , 182 girls.
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4.3 Classes:

The results showed that there are 40,502 classes at schools. The classes are distributed by area as follows: 26,656
in the West Bank and 13,846 in Gaza Strip. Classes are distributed by gender as follows: 15,685 male classes, 16,253
female classes and 8,564Co-Ed classes. They are distributed by stage as follows: 35,000 basic stage classes and 5,502
secondary stage classes.

4.4 Teachers and other employees:

The census showed that there are 67,457 teachers in schools; they are distributed by area as follows 44,150 in the
West Bank and 23,307 in Gaza Strip. They are distributed by supervising authorities as follows: 47,367 in government
schools; 11,352 in UNRAWA schools and 8,738 in private schools.

4.5 General Indicators:

The census results showed that the repetition rate was 1.14% in 2015-2016 and the dropout rate reached 1.08% in
the same year. These percentages vary from grade to grade. For example, the repetition rate in the fourth grade was
1.3% and the basic fifth was 1.9%, While it reached its peak in the first grade of agriculture, where it reached 11.0%.
As for dropout rate, it is noticed that the ratio increases steadily with the rise of the grade level, up to the tenth grade,
and then returns to the decline in the upper grades, reaching in the fourth grade, for example, about 1.1%, reaching
a peak of about 2.4% in the tenth grade, About 1.7% in the first grade of the literary secondary. It is noted that, the
dropout rate among boys is higher than girls.

Also, the average number of students per teacher in schools varies according to supervising authority 20.9 in the
government schools, 30.9 in the UNRWA school, and 16.9 in private schools.

About the average number of student per class, the findings showed that it varies from stage to another and from
supervising authority to another. It reached 27.2 in the basic stage and 22.0 students per class in the secondary stage.

While by supervising authorities it was as follows: 26.7 in government schools 33.6 in UNRAWA schools, and 22.7
students per class in private schools.

As for the specialized rooms (science lab, computer lab, library), the relative distribution of schools was as follows:
In schools in the West Bank, the percentage of schools with a science lab was 70.21%, computer lab 73.59%, library
74.61%. In Gaza Strip was 87.82% school with science lab, 79.83% have a computer lab and 54.48% have a library..
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Main Findings

4.1 schools

The main findings of the schools census 2016-2017 showed that there are 2,963 schools in Palestine. These schools
are distributed by area as follows: 2,249 are in the West Bank and 714 in Gaza Strip. They are distributed by supervising
authority as follows: 2,176 are governmental schools, 363 are UNRWA schools and 424 are private schools. The results
also showed that the number of UNRWA schools in Gaza Strip (267) is higher than the West Bank (96).

Considering school shifts, the census revealed that : 2,740 schools operating at the morning shift only, 2,241 in the
West Bank and 499 in Gaza Strip.

The finding reveal schools to be distributed by building ownership as follows: 2,592 are owned, 343 are rented,
and 28 owned and rented at the same time. The results also showed that the percentage of owned schools in Gaza
Strip (95.7%) is higher than the West Bank (84.8%).

4.2 Student (Pupils):

The census findings showed that the number of studentsis 1,229,756 attending schools, 703,963 in the West Bank
and 525,793 in Gaza Strip. These students (pupils) are distributed by gender as follows: 610,590 are males and 619,166
females. They are distributed according to supervised authority as follows: 800,484 students are in government
schools, 310,429 students are in UNRAWA schools and 118,843 students are in private schools.

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Data processing and Questionnaires automation:

Customized software was designed for data processing, which included many self-checking com-
mands during data entry process; this software showed all mistakes that occurred during data
entry or editing process. The computer professionals in the planning and educational on develop-
ment department have designed this program.

In these two years all data entry was done at the Educational Directorates, in which the head of
statistics and planning department supervised data entry process for schools and kindergartens
in his/her, Directorate. An intensive training has been given on the data processing software, data
entry and editing procedures.

With regard to data validation and editing it was entered into the computer, using Microsoft Ac-
cess. The data entry program was prepared to satisfy a number of requirements such as:

» Duplication of the questionnaire on the computer screen.

» Logical and consistency check of data entered.

» Possibility for internal editing of questions answered.

» Maintaining a minimum of digital data entry and fieldwork errors.

» User-friendly handing.

» Possibility of transferring data into another format to be used and analyzed using other an-
alytical statistical system such as SPSS.

Data Quality:

Since the educational census includes all educational institutions and has been done yearly since
1994, there was an accumulated experience in the field of data processing and handling. Data
provided in this report is of a high quality accuracy and consistency. However, there might be
some non-statistical errors, such as in coverage, for example some institutions might have been
overlooked, especially unregistered kindergartens. This probability is weak, taking into consider-
ation the Educational Directorates Knowledge of all the educational institutions within its district.

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Data collection methodology

Administrative records in schools and kindergartens are considered a main source of educa-
tional statistical data, getting these data and monitoring them required a special forms have been
developed for this purpose, where the educational institutions fills the forms according to specific
instructions then send it to Education Directorates for auditing and computerization.

Data collection questionnaires

Three questionnaires were used for statistical data collection from schools and kindergartens
which are: a comprehensive survey of schools, a comprehensive survey of all kindergartens, and a
survey of students with disabilities in public schools.

Data Coverage

Data in this survey covers all formal and licensed educational institutions that are permanently
licensed by MOEHE including general education, kindergartens and adult education. Such schools
are the following: schools managed by MOEHE, Islamic wakf schools, in addition to UNRWA as well
as the privately owned schools. The survey excluded schools supervised by Israeli municipality in
east Jerusalem for reasons beyond our control.

Field Operations for Data Collection

Principles of Schools and kindergartens have gained accumulated experience over the past
years in the requirements and methods of completing the questionnaires . farther more the ac-
cumulated experience for directorates employee in overseeing the data collection and they were
a reference to schools and kindergartens in collaboration with the supervisor kindergarten to
answer any questions received from the schools of any item of the questionnaire . Data of stu-
dents with disabilities has been collected by the general administration of counselor and special
education, and data of adult education has compiled by the general administration of general
education.

One copy of each questionnaire have been distributed for all schools and kindergarten, in
some cases where the school included a kindergarten section, two separate sets of question-
naires were distributed, one for the schools and the other for kindergarten.

A period of two weeks was given for each institution to fill out the questionnaire and forward
it back to the Directorates.

To assure the accuracy of data entry, completed questionnaires underwent meticulous edit-
ing. The editing procedures were as follows:

(A) Preliminary editing was done to correct coding and summation errors, as well as to
identify missing data.

(B) After the preliminary editing, the questionnaires were edited again by a second editor.
A supervisor then reviewed the questionnaire and either approved them for data entry
or returned them to schools for further correction.

(C) After editing was completed, the approved questionnaires were ready for data entry,
and then filed according to each school national serial number.
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Secondary stage:

The stage consisting of two scholastic years following the
basic stage. That is, years 11 and 12 of schooling.

Status:

The status of the student either promote or repeater.

Student / Pupil:

Anyone attending an educational institution.

Supervising Authority:

The body legally and administratively responsible for running
the school. It can be governmental, UNRWA, or private.

Teacher: A person with specialized qualification that is responsible for
teaching students at an educational institution.

Technician: A technician in the school could be a physician, nurse,
supervisor or a laboratory keeper.

UNRWA School: Any school run or supervised by UNRWA.

Vocational Secondary Education:

Vocational secondary education includes industrial,
agricultural, and hotel tracks. It consists of the first and second
secondary grades.

Blind Disability:

The person who reads and writes only with Braille for reading
and writing

Visual Impairment Disability:

The person who reads and writes only by using visual aids
- not by glasses —-as oculars, telescope, books with enlarged
line.

Deaf Disability :

The person who loses his hearing during the first three years
of his/her age that doesn’t enable him/her to hear or talk and
not using the hearing aid.

Hard of Hearing Disability :

The person who loses some of hearing and has remaining of
hearing and uses the hearing aid or needs it and he can talk in
the degree that is suitable to the degree of disability.

Articulation Disorders Disability :

Inability to produce sounds normally and intelligibly by
adding ,omitting ,substitutions and deteriorations.

Physical Disability:

The person who loses one of his upper or lower limbs or both
or has a cerebral palsy or Polio militates.

Mental Disability:

An obvious reduction in the mental functional performance
less than two standard deviations that affects his adaptation
behavior appears at his/her developmental age from his birth
until 18 years old (should be approved by diagnostic report).

Literacy and adult education:

Is a special education for adults who have never obtained
a certification of basic six grades and so they must finish
two years in literacy centers ended with passing the exam
successfully to obtain a certification equivalent to the six
grade primary.

Altaleem Almowazi (Parallel Education):

Is a special education for adults who dropped out of schools

and they have a school certificate in the fifth grade and they
can't return to the school system because of their ages ,so
they enrolled in these programs of education to obtain a
certificate equivalent to the ninth grade which enable them
to resume academic or vocational education.

Glossary

Concepts and terms used in this report are defined as follows:

Academic Secondary Education:

An educational program of both literary and scientific tracks.
It consists of the first and the second secondary grades.

Administrator:

Refers to school principal ( who does not teach ), principal
assistant ,secretary , librarian , storekeeper, accountant, clerk
typist , dormitory director or head of department .

Area Per Student ( Pupil):

Total classrooms area measured in squared meters divided by
the total number of students ( pupils).

Basic Stage: The first ten scholastic years of schooling on which other
stages of education depend.

Class: A group of students ( pupils ) at any educational stage who
make up one grad or more and share one classroom.

Classroom: A room used specifically for teaching students by a teacher.

Crowdedness Rate:

Total number of students divided by the number of existing
classrooms.

Drop -out Student:

A student who left school during the last scholastic year and
who did not transfer to another school.

Employed Person:

An employed person could be a guard, a worker, a driver, a
division officer, a cook, or a professional technician.

Government School:

Any educational institution run by MOE or any other ministry
or governmental institution.

Kindergarten:

Any educational institution licensed by MOE offering
education to four or five year old kindergartens consists of
the tow stages.

Non-Classroom:

Room used for non - teaching purpose.

Permanent source of water:

Include public network or any other permanent source of
water.

Private School:

Any licensed local or foreign non —governmental educational
institution.

Promoted Student:

A student who has successfully completed all subjects and is
promoted to the following grade.

Refugee Student: A student registered as a refugee by UNRWA. Provided that
his / her sponsor carries a refugee card.
Repeater: A student who fails one or more subjects and therefore is not

promoted to the following grade.

School Shifts:

Morning -Shift:

This means that the school operates at morning period.

Evening -Shift:

This means that the school operates at evening period.

Morning &Evening with one Adm.

This means that the school operates at morning and evening
period with one administrative.

School Gender:

The student body can be boy, girl or co —educational.

School: Any educational institution excluding kindergartens,
regardless of students, number and grade structure.
